Scholarship Policies
1. HISRA scholarships are available only for HISRA sponsored programs and to residents of HISRA member districts.

2. All scholarship requests will be reviewed and awarded by the HISRA Scholarship Committee.

3. Scholarships may be awarded for the full amount of an activity/program or any fraction of the fee. Scholarships will be awarded from the scholarship fund within available allocated resources.
4. Scholarship funds awarded require attendance.  If a participant does not attend a program or camp day that was paid for by scholarship funds then the participant is responsible for payment for that missed program or camp day.
5. Scholarship requests will be awarded or denied based upon verifiable information provided by the applicant and the criteria established.

6. Space in programs/activities will not be reserved pending receipt of the request from the applicant.

7. Scholarships are granted or denied without regard to sex, race, creed, color, religion, age, disability, or national origin of the applicant.

8. Individuals considered eligible for scholarships are those who:

· are a member of a family which receives public assistance and have been issued a medical eligibility card

· are a member of a family who does not receive public assistance, yet is able to document financial hardship. The scholarship committee will consider all available documentation such as income tax returns and recent pay slips, burdensome medical expenses, etc. in making an eligibility decision.  Annual monthly income must not exceed 200% of the federal poverty guidelines.
· are a member of a family who's income during the previous six (6) months on an annualized basis was such that the family would have qualified for public assistance or who's annual income would not have exceeded federal poverty guideline levels.

· are a foster child on whose behalf state or local government payments are made.
